	If your child is between the ages of 14 and 18:

· You should know your child's friend's name, their parent's name, phone numbers and addresses in case of emergency. 

· You should know your child's schedule and the activities they participate in and after school. 

· Your child should call home and tell you if there is any change in their routine or emergency. 

· Your child should know that abductors will sometimes flatter them and even offer them money to accompany them under false pretenses. 

  The greatest defense for your child's safety is to keep open the lines of communication between the two of you. Make sure they feel that they can tell you anything, at any time. You and your child should always be aware of your surroundings. They should be able to  tell you if anything makes them feel uncomfortable. Build your child's self- esteem. Criminals less often victimize children who are confident and feel loved by their parents. Remember that: 

The safety of every child begins with good preparation and depends on good supervision! Please, Keep your child safe!
Dear Parent or Guardian: 

 There is no absolutely guaranteed way to keep your child, or any one, safe from the criminal element at all times. But, we do have a weapon. It is our greatest weapon. It is knowledge! You are never too young, nor too old to learn how to protect yourself from crime happening to you and your loved ones.
Here are some Safety Tips that could help keep your child safe from crime and criminals:

If your child is between the ages             of 2 and 4, they should know:

· Their full name, address and their home telephone number. 

· You can teach them, how to dial '911' and/or 'O' for the operator, in an emergency. 

· Mommy and Daddy have more than one name. Mommy and Daddy have a first name and a last name, and what their names are in case of emergency. 

· They are not to go any where with anyone without checking with a supervising adult first. (A parent, teacher, or their trusted baby-sitter or guardian). 
· He/she is to stay by your side in a public place and never to leave the store if he/she is lost.

· People behind the cash registers are the people they should go to if they are scared or lost in a store. 

· A family code word. Your child should know to never go with anyone who does not know that code word. 

If your child is between the ages of 4 and 7, they should know:

· There is safety in numbers. 

· They should avoid playing in deserted areas. Stay on the main road when walking. 

· They don't always have to be polite to adults. If they sense danger, they should know to make a scene by yelling and running for help. 

· Sometimes abductors are people that they know. 

· You should take note of adults who give lots of attention and/or gifts to your child. 

If your child is between the ages of 7 and 10, they should know:

· The safe places in the neighborhood to go to in an emergency. Such as a neighbor you trust, or a store to report something to the proprietor.

· To avoid people they don't know or who make them feel  uncomfortable. 

· NEVER get in to someone’s  car without your permission. 
· When you go to a store or a park, they should be told a specific place to meet if you and your child are separated. 

If your child is between the ages of 10 and 14, they should know:

· Never open the door to anyone while they are home alone; not a sales person nor a delivery person. If that person persists, your child should know to immediately call the police. 

· Never answer the phone or tell the caller that they are home alone. You should give your child a prepared statement, such as, "Yes, my mother or father is home. But, she's/he's busy right now. May I take a message and she/he will call back as soon as she/he can." 

· Adults do not usually stop and ask directions from children. If a car does stop while they are walking along, they should run away and immediately tell a trusted adult.
